· Screen, evaluate, and assess infants and toddlers (birth to age 3) for movement dysfunctions and program eligibility.

· Conduct family-directed assessments to determine developmental needs, completing comprehensive reports on strengths, needs, and potential services.

· Develop and implement interventions to address movement dysfunctions and related functional challenges.

· Contribute to the creation and ongoing evaluation of Individualized Family Service Plans (IFSPs), reflecting the child's and family's needs and priorities.

· Provide physical therapy services to enhance sensorimotor, musculoskeletal, neurobehavioral, and cardiopulmonary functions.

· Offer consultations and training to parents, service providers, and community agencies.

Qualifications
· Physical Therapist license from the Wisconsin Department of Safety and Professional Services (Master’s or PhD in Physical Therapy required unless waived).
· Demonstrate expertise in child development and program planning, possess strong communication, record-keeping, and interpersonal skills, and have the ability to work both independently and collaboratively in a professional environment.

· Completion of Caregiver Background Check in accordance with DHS 12, WI Administrative Code.

· Preferred: At least one year of supervised experience working with children and families with special needs, as well as knowledge of Part H, federal regulations (34 CRF Pt. 303) and the Birth to Three Program.
